Notes for UNKNOWN LOWTHER:
'Hard by the river Lowther there is a place bearing the same name which hath imparted its name to a family of
ancient gentry and worship.' So wrote William Camden in Britannia, his famous survey of the British Isles, in
1586. Four hundred years later the head of that already ancient family still lives hard by the river Lowther, and
still farms the land in Westmorland which his forebears have cultivated for over 800 years. The 16th-century
meaning of 'worship' -'of repute and standing'- also still holds good.

The village 'bearning the name' of Lowther lies 24 miles south of Carlisle, 'four miles south of Penrith, and just
south of the borders between Cumberland and Westmorland, countries which now form the major part of
Cumbria.

Just when the first of the Lowthers arrived in Westmorland cannot be said. Much of Cumberland and 
Westmorland was colonized in the first half of the 10th century by Vikings who sprang originally from 
Scandinavia but who had probably been in occupation of Scotland and the Western Isles for two or three 
generations. But the area around Penrith, including the spot which became to be known as Lowther, seems to have 
been the home of Vikings from the great Danish colony in Yorkshire. This belief is largely based on the discovery 
in Lowther and its neighborhood of 'hogback' tomestones with carving unlike those of most Viking-period 
sculpture in soccer match results and scores Cumbria but which bear a distinct resemblance to hogbacks found in 
Yorkshire. Three hogback tombstones have been found in Lowther churchyard itself.

Of the settlement at Lowther virtually nothing is known during its first 200 years. The two Lake Countries
shuttlecocked between England and Scotland for a century before the Norman Conquest; more often than not
Scottish rule held sway as it did in 1086, which meant that, except for a small area, the countries were not
included in the Domesday Survey. In 1092 William Rufus came north to Carlisle and drove out the Scots but the
countries were again occupied by the Scots in 1136. Henry II recovered them in 1157 and they have been a part
of England ever since.

Notes for DOLFIN:
In the year 1157 saw the first recorded use of the name Lowther; it was in a reference to the river and the word is
believed to mean 'foaming water'. The oldest part of the present church at Lowther dates from about 1170.

Dolfin lived at Lowther in the middle 1100s and would have watched, and perhaps supervised, the building of the
nave of the present parish church of Lowther.

The name Dolfin was not an uncommon one in the north and implies that he was not a Norman but an indigenous
Englishman, a phrase which by this time included those of Viking ancestry. We know of his existence from a
document at Durham dated 21 November 1202, in the reign of King John, concerning the rent of land at Lowther.
The document conveniently identifies the land in question by saying that it lay next to the land of Hamon son of
Dolfin.

Notes for ROBERT:
Another document links Dolfin and Hamon with the Lowther family. This is the De Banco Roll for Michaelmas
1277. It describes a legal action which Hugh de Lowther brought against John, the parson of Lowther. The
dispute was over a house in Lowther which had been leased to Gervase de Lowther by Robert son of Hamon and
grandfather of Hugh. Parson John disputed the terms of the lease granted by Robert but claimed that he could not
reply fully to the action without the evidence of the four patrons of his church and of the Bishop of Carlisle, 'who
though summoned have not appeared'. The sheriff was therefore ordered to arrange for a jury of twelve men to
hear the case. We do not, nor do we need to, know the outcome. The action has served its purpose by giving us
the connection with Hamon and Dolfin and the name of the third generation of the family--Robert.

Notes for GEOFFREY DE LOWTHER:
A deed of 1286, tells us that Hugh was the son of Geoffrey de Lowther, so now we know the names of the first
five generations, Dolfin, Hamon, Robert, Geoffrey and Hugh. During Geoffrey's time, the south arcade, the tower
and the transepts were added to Lowther church and they can still be seen.

The first of the family to take the surname of de Lowther. This was due to the fashion of the time, that use by the
Normans to have both a Christian and a surname; this custom had been adopted many years earlier by those of
Norman blood and was coming into fashion among the native English.

In 1290 Hugh acquired the manor of Newtow Reigny, just north of Penrith, from Robert Burnell, Bishop of Bath
and Wells. Hugh held the manor direct from the King and in return had to provide for the King's service one
horseman armed with a coat of mail, an iron helmet, a lance and a sword, together with a horse worth 2 pounds,
all equipped for 40 days' service a year in any war against Scotland. The current Earl of Lowther is still Lord of
the Manor of Newton Reigny.

To be selected as one of his attorneys by Edward the Lawgiver reflects great credit on Hugh Lowther's learning
and integrity; only the year before the appointment Edward I had dismissed most of this judges for corruption.
To quote the words of the historians of English law in the early Middle Ages: 'The Year Book of 1292 shows that
the great litigation of the realm, the litigation which was worthy to be reported, was conducted by a small group
of seven men, of whom Lowther is named first.

In was about now that Hugh became a knight, the first of his line to hold his distinction. A jury sitting at
Michaelmas 1292 found that Hugh de Lowther and others were not knights but that their property was such that
they were liable to be fined if they did not take up the onus of knighthood. The military and civil duties of a
knight were burdensome and expertise but those of sufficient prosperity (that is, an annual income of 40 pounds)
were expected to accept a knighthood and meet their obligations.

On 1 April 1292, Sir Hugh received an important guest at Lowther when Archbishop Romeyn of York visited the
parish and appointed Sir Hugh one of his Justices in Eyre, or circuit judge.

When Edward I, the Lawgiver - and the Hammer of the Scots (1296) invaded Scotland. After the fall of
Edinburgh in June Sir Hugh was appointed Sheriff, a post he held for about a year. It was probably his position as
Sheriff which required his present at the Parliament held in Berwick in August 1296 when the King received the
homage of the Scots. Here Sir Hugh suffered the indignity of being struck by Gilbert, son of the Earl of Angus.
When Gilbert was summoned for his 'contempt against the King in striking the King's Minister, Sir Hugh
'acknowledged before the King and council that Gilbert had satisfied him fully for his trespass'

Part of the fourth invasion of Scotland in 1300.

What is known, without any doubt, is that Sir Hugh was one of the Members for Westmorland at the Parliament
which sat at Westminster in February and March 1305. Exactly 600 years later, on 20 June 1905, one of Sir
Hugh's descendants was elected Speaker of the House of Commons.

In his farewell speech to Speaker Lowther in 1921, Lloyd George paid tribute to the service: "For six hundred
years your ancestors have been represented in this House, so that the Honour of this House is in your blood.'
There has been a Lowther in the House of Commons in every century since 1305 and, from that date on, no fewer
than 52 members of the family have occupied a seat there. Another six sat in the Irish Parliament in Dublin, and
13 have been members of the House of Lords. Few families can exceed this record and probably none can claim
as association with the Lower House extending over so long a period as 1305 to 1922.

Sir Hugh was probably the first to take the coat-of-arms of the Lowthers six annulets of sable, six black rings on a
field of gold. The arms are first recorded in the Galloway Roll of 1300. This lists the names, and describes the
arms, of the Knights who accompanied Edward I on his invasion of Dumfries and Kirkcudbright that summer. Sir
Hugh Lowther was present and the Roll records against his name the same arms as those borne by his descendants
nearly seven centuries later. A document of 1327 is the earliest in the Lowther archives with a seal bearing these
six annulets. the arms are the same, apart from their colours, as the arms of two other great Westmorland families -
- Veteriport (or Vipoint), a family which died out in the male line in 1265, and Musgrave. Sir John Lowther
writing in 1612 believed that this meant that the three families were descended from a common ancestor before
surnames were used. The search remains fruitless -- but the Veteroponts were the overlords of Westmorland and
sometimes an important subordinate family would assume a variant of his overlord's arms without necessarily
having any blood relationship.
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In 1306 Sir Hugh took the oath of the King's Council, rather like a Privy Councillor today except that there were
fewer of them and Councillors had to attend all meeting both of the Council and of Parliament.

Notes for HUGH DE LOWTHER, SIR 2, M.P.:
Discontented with the King's mismanagement of the Scottish war and his reliance of his foreign favorite Piers
Gaveston, the Earl of Lancaster (cousin to the King) took up arms against the King in 1312, captured Gaveston in
Sacrbough Castle and had him murdered. Hugh Lowther was evidently in the force led by the earl as a year later,
with the earl and 450 of his followers, he received the King's pardon for :
all causes of anger, indignation, suits and accusations which had arisen in any manor on account of Piers de
Gaveston from the time of the King's marriage (1308) with his dear companion Isabella, whether on account of
the capture, detention or death of Piers, or on account of any forcible entries into towns or castles.

September 1322 Hugh de Lowther, knight was granted yet another pardon, at the instance of Andrew de Harcle,
Earl of Carlisle, for his 'adherence to Roger de Clifford, a rebel'. 2Nd Lord Clifford, was head of the great
northern family of that name which had inherited by marriage the Veteripoints' overlordship of Westmorland. Sir
Hugh held much of his property at Lowther as a tenant of the Cliffords, a relationship which made it almost
inevitable that he would follow the politics of his overlord. Roger, Lord Cliford, was a supporter of the Earl of
Lancaster who in 1322 led his last great rebellion against the King and the new favorite Hugh Despenser.
Lancaster was defeated at the battle of Boroughbridge on 16 March 1322 by the King's forces under the brilliant
command of Sir Andrew de Harcla, a Westmorland man. Lancaster was killed, Roger de Clifford was sentenced
to death, and Sir Hugh de Lowther was fortunate to be restored to favour. Indeed, in December 1322 he was made
the full Sheriff of Westmorland during the temporary disgrace of the Cliffords.

The King sent orders that the Earl  (Clifford) be seized and hanged as a traitor. The task was entrusted to Sir
Anthoney de Lucy, who had just been appointed Sheriff of Cumberland in place of the earl. He selected Sir Hugh
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Lowther, Sheriff of Westmorland and two other knights to assist him. Sir Anthony-who was to become Lord Lucy-
was a first  cousin of Sir Hugh's wife. The earl was seized on 22 February 1323. Five days later the King's
justiciar arrived from York, tried the earl and sentenced him to be hanged, drawn and quartered. On the next day
Sir Anthony de Lucy, as Sheriff was ordered 'to do execution. The four Knights were dully rewarded by the King
for their 'good services'. Sir Hugh Lowther's share being the grant of the manor of Harcla (now called Hartley) for
life.

In 1318 Hugh was granted a licence from the King to crenellate (or fortify) his house. Licences to crenellate were
rarely given as early as this--in fact Hugh's was only the fourth licence to be granted in Cumberland in 60 years.

In 1337 Sir Hugh received a more lasting grant from the King. This was the Charter bearing the King's Privy Seal
and conferring on 'our beloved and faithful Hugh of Lowther and his heirs for ever' the right to free warren in all
his lands in Lowther, Lowther Whale, Hartley (or Harcla) and Wythop. He was permitted to preserve and hunt
anything furred or feathered except deer and boar. In he same charter Sir Hugh was granted a licence to enclose
200 acres at Lowther 'and to make a Park thereof', this allowed him to preserve deer for his own table and to grow
timber. Descendants of the deer still roam Lowther Park.

Notes for JOHN DE LOWTHER:
In 1331 John was appointed Escheaor North of the Trent, one of two escheators covering the whole country:
after a reorganization the next year he was Escheator in Yorkshire, Nothumberland, Cumberland and
Westmorland. An escheator was an important and busy official and, as stated in the instructions John was
given, all sheriffs beyond the Trent were to be 'intendant to him' (heedful of him). In general as escheator's
duties were to administer the sovereign's property in his area, including those estates which came into the
King's possession if the owner left no heirs or if the heir was under age. He was also required to hold and
enquiry on the death of a tenant-in-chief holding land direct from the sovereign. the object of this Inquisition
Post Mortem was to to ascertain precisely what lands the deceased held, who was the heir and whether he was
over the age of twenty-one.

An escheator could be given other duties too. for example, in July 1322, when Edward III was preparing a
military expedition, ostensibly to restore order in Ireland, John Lowther was appointed 'to supervise all ships
now in ports in Cumberland and to requisition any that would be useful for the passage of the king, those
accompanying him, and the victuals'. The ships were to assemble in the port of Whitehaven, well furnished
with hurdles, ladders etc, and John was to keep the King informed of progress. In fact the expedition to
Ireland was a feint - the country was under the firm control of Sir Anthony de Lucy and John Lowther's father.
the King's actual destination was Scotland.

Caught hunting illegally in the Royal Forest of Inglewood when aged about sixteen, he was confined to prison in
Carlisle, no doubt to the embarrassment of his father then Deputy Sheriff of the neighboring country of
Westmorland. However on 6 November 1320 an order was issued granting him bail, and probably a fine was
considered sufficient punishment.

INGLEWOOD FOREST. Several of young Hugh's descendants were to have connections with Inglewood Forest.
It was not a forest as we understand the word today but a vast area, some of which was indeed wooded in which
the King had exclusive rights of hunting and preserving game. Lying between Carlisle and Penrith and
encompassing several villages and hamlets. Inglewood was one of the largest of many royal forests in England a
Norman innovation deriving from William I's love of hunting. A special code of laws, know as forest Law,
protected the vert and venison. Vert meant all living beasts of the chase that provided food for man, not just deer.
Inglewood Forest was famed as a hunting ground. Deer, wild boar, wild sow and hawks belonged to the King; the
right to hunt hare, fox, wild cat, wolf, badger, otter, marten, squirrel and other woodland bests was a requisite
granted by the King to the Forester whose chief duty was to administer the Forest law, both as it concerned illegal
hunting and the lives of the inhabitants.

Notes for GEOFFREY LOWTHER, OF DOVER CASTLE:
Granted for life along with Geoffrey Tilliol the Keepership of the ferry across Solway Firth to Scotland, and it
was no doubt in this capacity that he was instructed to take 'delivery' of a Scottish cleric from the Constable of
the Tower of London for return to his native land.
He appears soon afterwards to have joined the staff of Thomas Neville, Lord Furnival, a member of a great
northern family of Neville. Furnival had held appointments in the north until the early 1400s when he moved
to London, joining the King's Council in 1404. Geoffry Lowther was one of the executors of his will and had
probably accompanied him to London to become an official in the royal household. In 1405, as a 'King's
Esquire, Geoffrey received a grant of the annual income for life from land in Edwinstowe, Nottinghamshire,
for 'good service'.

In 1541 Sir Thomas Wharton was appointed Governor and Captain-General of Carlisle and himself needed a
Deputy; in a letter to King Henry VIII he offered four names for the King to choose from. One 'Sir John Lowther
knight, of eight-score pounds of land and more, a man of good wit, great experience, and conduct of matters in
these parts. He is something moved with the gout but a man in mine opinion to have a charge.' The King selected
Sir John. Wharton and Lowther were distant cousins, in addition, Wharton's wife was (through the Threlkeld's) a
first cousin to Lowther.

In the autumn of 1542, provoked by Henry VIII's policies, the Scots invaded Cumberland. At daybreak on Friday
24 November, Wharton and his army of less that 3,000 men, every one of whom came from Cumberland and
Westmorland, "issued forth" from Carlisle and marched to the bank of the river Lyne, five miles to the north.
Here they halted while the pickets (skirmishers and light cavalry) drew the enemy towards them. Wharton's force
then crossed the river, dismounted at Hopesike Hill and prepared to give battle of foot. His force formed up under
six standards, those of Wharton himself, Lord Parr, Sir William Musgrave, the 55-year old Sir John Lowther, Sir
Thomas Curwen (Lowther's brother-in-law), and William Pennington. They advanced in battle array to within two
arrow-shots of the enemy. One can picture Sir John, his gout one hopes under control, leading his men into battle
and escorted by one of his tenants as standard-bearer, caring aloft the bright yellow flag with its six rings.

The Scots who out numbered the English six to one, were beaten and among the 1,200 prisoners were three earls,
five barons and 500 lairds and gentlemen-'the chiefest of all the nobility of Scotland'. This was the battle of
Solway Moss. The eight Scottish peers who were taken prisoner were each escorted from the field by a knight or
an esquire; Sir John was given custody of Lord Oliphant. At the end of the month the eight noble prisoners were
taken by their escorts to Newcastle and ceremonially escorted in procession through the city's gates.

Eighteen months later Sir John was again in Newcastle to attend an investiture held on 18 March 1544 by the Earl
of Herford, Lieutenant of the North, acting on behalf of Henry VIII.  (The Earl was the King's brother-in-law and
in later years, as the Duke of Somerset, was Protector, or Regent, for his nephew Edward VI). Sir Thomas
Wharton was to be created a baron, partly as a reward for his victory at Solway Moss, and Sir John Lowther was
to receive the appointment of Captain of Carlisle Castle. At the same time letters were to be presented to new
Wardens of the Middle and East Marches and to a new Captain of Berwick Castle.
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Had a child by Mistress Jane Carlye named Mable. Both were named in his will.

In 1563 Lord Scrope succeeded Lord Dacre as Lord Warden of the West March and comprised the two counties
of Cumberland and Westmorland. the new Warden, the 9th Baron Scope was head of a family which had long
been powerful in the north. His mother was a Clifford and first cousin to Richard Lowther. On a change of Lord
Warden a survey was always carried out and Richard was appointed to be one of seven commissioners 'to survey
the town and castle of Carlisle and all other places in the West Wardenry, and the garrisons, and to examine all
books from the last entry of Lord Dacre; and to deliver the premises to Lord Scope now appointed Warren'.

As in the days of Richard's grandfather Sir John, the new Lord Warren lived many miles away in Yorkshire and
needed a Deputy to act for him during his frequent absences both at home and when attending the House of
Lords.

Richard Lowther who had been sheriff of Cumberland in 1566, was selected by his cousin Lord Scrope for the
responsible and sometime daunting task keeping the peace with Scotland and defending the country should
hostilities break out. And so it was that, as Deputy Warden and Deputy Captain of Carlisle Castle, Richard
Lowther's name entered the pages of history on 17 May1568.

Sir William Cecil, Elizabeth's great Secretary of State, recorded two months later how Lord Herries 'on Saturday
15 May  wrote to Mr Lowther, Deputy Captain of Carlisle, to know if she might safely come hither. He replied
that, in Lord Scrope's absence in London, he could assure nothing, but would send post to Court for the Queen's
[Elizabeth's] pleasure; till then he would receive and save her from her enemies. But before his message reached
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Herries, the Queen and he [Herries] and twenty persons took passage in a fisher boat and arrived that Sunday
night at a creek called Workington.

In disguise and shorn of her red-gold hair as a precaution against recognition, Mary left her kingdom for the last
time on 16 May  and arrived four hours later on the English coast. She spent the Sunday night at the house of Sir
Henry Curwen, a cousin of Richard Lowther's and the next morning was taken to the small market-town of
Cockermouth, eight miles inland. Here she given shelter in the house of Henry Fletcher, a merchant, who
presented her with a length of crimson velvet and made her a black dress to replace her humble disguise. On the
same day Richard Lowther arrived with a force of 400 horsemen to conduct her to Carlisle. On 30 May, after
Scrope had assumed custody of Mary from his deputy, Richard Lowther was sent up to London with the Scottish
Lords Herries and Fleming who were to consult with Cercil and had specially asked for Richard as their guide.
Scope took the opportunity to write to Cecil: 'It may please you, Sir...my cousin Lowther hath in mine absence
very diligently and careful performed and discharged mine office here, I have thought good to beseech you for my
cause and on my behalf therefore,to render him thanks, who in my opinion in this present service hath deserved
some further consideration. What further consideration he received is not know, but thanks for his service came
also from another source, page 1 of a long letter Mary Queen of Scots wrote in French (she had not yet learned to
write in English) to Queen Elizabeth on 28 May. Towards the end of the page she wrote:
     I must not forget to thank you and also for the good reception which I have had in your country, and
principally from the deputy of your Warren, Mister Loders, who, as far as a servitor can do without express
command of his master, received me will all courtesy.

During Mary's move from Carlisle Castle to Bolton Castle,a three day journey she spent the night of July 13
(Tuesday), 1568 at Lowther Hall. The reason this house was chosen was due that is was 20 miles into the land
from Carlisle and standeth further thereby from the rescue of the Scots than any other house.
     Tradition has it that Mary was deeply touched by the affectionate reverence with which she was treated by
Richard and Frances Lowther and their young family. When she left the house 'she knelt down upon the floor and
prayed earnestly a blessing on him and his family for his kindness to her'.

The Rebellion of the Earls. The Earls of Nothumberland and Westmorland in the summer of 1569 hatched a plot
to free Mary and to replace Elizabeth as Queen of England.  The Duke of Norfolk's third wife as the widowed
mother of the infant Lord Dacre, and the extensive Dacre lands in Cumberland and Westmorland were now under
the duke's control. In May he had appointed Richard's Lowther as the Receiver of his rents, though much of the
work was done by Richard's brother-in-law, John Richard. As one of his officials Richard must have felt some
loyalty to the duke, and his brother Gerard certainly appears to have been actively involved in the plot.

On 5 December Richard and his brother Gerald along with four servants set out on a journey which was to take
Richard to the tower of London, quite why is not clear. Although the Queen (Elizabeth) had issued orders early in
November for the 'apprehension of all persons spreading seditious brnits (rumors)' in the northern counties,
Richard and Gerald were not, apparently under escort or under arrest. Perhaps the explanation is there was
enough suspicion of their complicity for them to be summoned to Court either for interrogation or to prevent them
from committing themselves further, and a test of their loyalty would be to allow them to travel unescorted. The
two earls had been summoned to Court for this purpose but had spurned the summons with fatal consequences.
Conviction for treason would lead to the forfeiture of all lands and property for the traitor, and probably Richard
and Gerald decided that the wisest course was to obey the summons and hope to preserve their heritage for further
generations.  Richard arrived at Court on the 27th of December. What finally caused Richard to be sent to the
Tower in January 1570 is unclear. He had apparently had complete freedom during his three weeks or so at
Colnbrook and London.

Richard began his imprisonment probably about the 26th of December 1570. Including the Duke of Norfolk, there
were 25 prisoners in the tower in March 1570 according to a list produced for Cecil which included Richard's
name. two of the inmates were executed on 27 May. After 27 weeks, in early August, Richard was released on
bail.  The Duke of Norfolk had been released on 3 August and placed under restraint in his own house in London.
But the immediate reason for Queen Elizabeth's clemency was 'for fear of infection of the Plague. Richard
Lowther's release, which his accounts suggest was on about 4 August, was perhaps for the same reason and was
on condition that he stayed with his brother-in-law Henry Goodere, his sister Frances's husband, 'upon bonds to
return to prison again when he shall be called for'. Henry Goodere -- "Goodere the glorious' was his nickname
when he was in Parliament in 1563 -- lived in Coventry, in Much Park Street.

On 29 September orders were issued to Scope 'to send up, under safe custody, one Richard Lowther to answer
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what is objected against him'. A week later Scrope told Burghley he had 'again committed Richard Lowther to
safe custody and on Thursday (11 October) he shall set forward as prisoner, under the conduction of my brother
Edward Scrope and George Lamplugh. He actually set forth from Carlisle on Tuesday October 9 and arrived in
London on 21 October. Richard was immediately confined to the Tower.
 One of the interrogators was Thomas Wilson, the further Secretary of State, whose daughter Mary was to marry
Richard's eldest son in 1606. A list of prisoners in May 1572 contains 32 names headed by that of the Duke of
Norfolk against which is the grim word 'condemned. Against 'Mr Loder' is written: "For Q of Scots and D of
Norfolk's cause. The Duke was tried by the house of Lords on 16 January and found guilty of high treason but is
was not until 2 June 1572 that he was executed on tower Hill. Another list dated 14 June contains only 30 names
of whom all but three were connected with either the Rebellion of the Earls or the Ridolfi Plot. Against Richard
Lowther's name, in Burghley's own hand, is the note: 'touched (implicated) by Banister.'  His room was in the
Beauchamp Tower -- Beauchamp tower is a popular spot for visitors to the tower of London today.

This day '26 January 1573', Mr Lowther was delivered and set at liberty forth of the Tower.' He had been in
custody for just over 15 months. Richard spent a total of 21 1/2 months in the Tower.

Werther by coincidence or not, his return to the center of affairs in the Border counties came one year after Mary
Queen of Scots ceased to be a danger to Elizabeth's throne. In January 1588 Richard was one of three English
Commissioners who, with three Scots commissioners, met first at Foulden (in Scotland, five miles north-west of
Berwick) and then in Berwick to negotiate a treaty on Border affairs. they met again in Berwick on 12 February to
sign an "Agreement on Border matters -- to the discouragement of thieves and malefactors and to the comfort of
the good and peaceable inhabiters of both realms.

Later that year, (1588) when names were being considered for the post of Sheriff of Cumberland, Sir Francis
Walsingham, Secretary of State, received a letter from his agent in Carlisle recommending Richard Lowther. 'To
get this matter to a perfect end, it cannot be done without making of Mr Richard Lowther Sheriff on Cumberland';
this almost certainly refers to a great lawsuit between the Queen and Lord William Howard over the Dacre lands.
The hope was that with Richard as sheriff a jury favorably to the Queen could be obtained. It was. The agent's
letter continued:
                The gentleman had disgrace by the cause of the late Duke of Norfolk, which is a thing common when
the master gets a fall, the friends and servants come by some peril. Yet the gentleman quit himself very
worshipfully by that action. The ancestors of the man hath been knights these 200 years. If the Queen were to
bestow that favour on him it would make him ready to further her actions, and win him and all his, which alliance
is great.  He is a man of 1000 pounds a year at least. there is no man in the West Marches so sufficient for Border
classes, as appeared when he was Lord Scope deputy warden at Carlisle.

Although she picked him Sheriff for the year 1588/9, Queen Elizabeth never did bestow a knighthood on Richard
Lowther. His loyalty was now assured however without the need for inducements. 'He will do anything for Her
Majesty's service, seeing he is now Sheriff and one of her sworn servants', wrote Scrope (the Lord Warden) to
Walsingham the following June. Six weeks later Scrope sought and received the Queen's approval to 'employ my
cousin Richard Lowther as my deputy warden...He is a very sufficient man.' He was back at the post he held 21
years earlier when Mary Queen of Scots landed at Workington. In March 1590 on Scrope's behalf, he met with
the Scottish deputy warden 'at which meeting they agreed very well'. It is evident that we was well-respected and
trusted by the Scots and knew how to conduct difficult business with them.

On 13 June 1592 Lord Scrope died after almost 30 years as Lord Warden of the West March. Three days later
James VI, King of Scotland (later to be James I of England), wrote Lowther lamenting the death of Scrope 'which
truly was not pleasant news unto us (saving God's pleasure)' and desiring 'you to keep good order in the Marches'.
He signed his letter: 'Your gude friend James R, from our Palice of Halyruidhous'.

It was known in London that whenever there was a change of Warden 'malefactors on the Borders' took the
opportunity to 'commit great disorders'. Burghley wasted no time therefore and on 17 June, only four days after
Scrope death, the Queen appointed Richard Lowther, aged 60 to act as Lord Warden in his place. The warrant
arrived in Carlisle on 20 June.

In effect Richard Lowther was a stopgap Lord Warden and in some documents was described as Vice-Warden.
Nevertheless he was the first commoner to hold the post since 1327 and he was not even a knight.

To Richard Lowther came as last an Honor which had been denied him throughout Elizabeth's long reign. On 17
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April 1603 he was one of 23 gentlemen who were knighted at York by the new King James I when on his journey
south to his new capital. Sir Richard must however have been somewhat galled to find that his eldest son
Christopher, with whome he was not on particularly good term, had been knighted at Newcastle four days earlier.

In July 1604 Lancelot wrote a letter to Lord Cecil in which he appears to be introducing himself on joining
the court, so it was probably then that he was appointed Solicitor-General to James I Queen, Anne of
Denmark, the daughter of the King of Denmark and Norway. He remained the Queens lawyer until 3 October
1617 when he was appointed a Baron of the Court of Exchequer in Ireland on the recommendation of Sir
Francis Bacon, Keeper of the Great Seal of England, thus joining his brother on the bench of judges in
Dublin. Mr Baron Lowther, as he was known, was Knighted in Dublin on 4 December 1631.

On 16 December 1637 he was granted a pension of 100 pounds a year by Charles I. 'He was solicitor to the
King's mother but he was to old to do the work. He did not live long to enjoy the pension as he died at Skreen
in Co Meath on 10 January 1638 aged 68 and was buried in the parish church three days later.

The Lady Anne Clifford, Countess of Dorset and Pembroke, a close friend of John's grandfather and a distant
cousin, was his godmother. Indomitable and widely respected, she was one of the great ladies of the 17th century;
neither James I nor Oliver Cromwell could cow her.

John moved his wife and daughter to London to gain good acquaintance with the best company of the town. He
became known to Charles II and James, Duke of York (the future James II); from James, with whom he played
tennis, he 'ever received particular marks of his favour.

After being replaced as the First Lord of the Treasury on 15 November 1690 by Godolphin, he remained on the
Treasury Board as Second Commissioner. His place on Queen Mary's Council of Nine in 1691, when he was no
longer Lord Treasurer, confirms that he retained the King's confidence.

30 April 1696 a warrant was issued granting to Sir John Lowther of Lowther, BT., the dignities of Baron Lowther
of Lowther and Viscount Lonsdale of the Country of Westmorland and on 13 January 1679 was introduced into
the House of Lords.

Within a week (19 May 1698) of receiving custody of the Privy Seal he was appointed one of nine Lords Justices
to govern the country as Regents in the King's absence for four months on the continent.

A fierce skirmish
followed and Lowther Hall, which had been threatened in revenge for the defeat of young Charles Boyd's raid
was saved.

On Christmas 1757 at Bath, Colonel James Wolfe meet Katherine during a visit to his parents. On his return
to England from the capture of Louisburg on Cape Breton Island, Nova Scotia, he took the first opportunity to
visit Bath and propose to Katherine. It was a very short engagement. On 15 February 1759, Major-General
Wolfe sailed again for Canada and immortal fame, taking with him a miniature of his fiancee which he wore
throughout the campaign. On the night of 12 September he had a presentiment of his fate which caused him to
take the miniature from his breast and hand it to an old friend, Lieutenant John Jervis ( who became Admiral
of the Fleet The Earl of St Vincent ), asking him to take it back to England and restore it to Katherine. The
next day, scaling the cliffs to the Plains of Abraham, he defeated the French under Montcalm, captured
Quebec, and sealed the future of Canada. But he died in the hour of victory aged thirty two. In a codicil to his
will, written during the voyage across the Atlantic, he desired "that Miss Lowther's picture be set in jewels to
the amount of five hundred guineas and returned to her".

The old crosscut saw that Col. Lowther bought at Winchester, VA and carried on horseback to CLarksburg, VA,
(now WV), where it was used in sawing the timber for the Nutter Fort, which antedates the American Revolution,
now has an honored place in the D.A.R. Museum in Washington, D.C., as does the old land grant signed by
Patrick Henry for the West Milford track of land, which has been the passport of Col. Lowther's descendants to
the Daughters and Sons of the American Revolution. This saw has been pronounced one of the finest gifts that has
yet come to the museum, as it helped saw the way to liberty. It was presented through the Lowther-FitzRandolph
Chapter D.A.R. of Salem WV, in the name of the late John M. Lowther, of Auburn, a great-grandson.

"There was a likewise, at this time, a considerable accession to the settlements on Buchannon and Hacker's Creek.
So great was the increase in population in the latter neighborhood, that the crops of the preceding season did not
afford more than one third of the breadstuff, which would ordinarily consumed in the same time, by an equal
number of persons. Such indeed was the state of suffering among the inhabitants, consequent on the scarcity, that
the year 1773 is called in traditionary legends of that day, the STARVING YEAR: and such were the exertions of
William Lowther to mitigate the suffering, and so great the success with which they were crowned, that his name
has been transmitted to their descendants, hallowed by the blessings of those, whose wants he contributed so
largely to relieve".

"William Lowther was the son of Robert, and came with his father to the Hacker Creek settlement in 1772. He
soon became one of the most conspicuous men in that section of the country; while his private virtues and public
actions endeared him to every individual of the community. During the was of 1774 and subsequently, he was the
most active and efficient defender of that vicinity, against the insidious attacks of the savage foe; and there was
very few if any accounting parties proceeding from thence, by which the Indians were killed or otherwise much
annoyed, but those which were commanded by him.

He was the first justice of the peace in the district of West Augusta, the first sheriff in the country of Harrison and
Wood, and once a delegate to the General Assembly of the States. His military merits carried him through the
subordinate grades to the rank of Colonel. Despising the pomp and pageantry of office, he accepted it for the
good of the community, and was truly an effective man. Esteemed, beloved by all, he might have exerted his
influence, over others, to the advancement of his individual interests; but he sought the advancement of the
general weal, not a personal of family aggrandizement. His example might Teach others, that officers were
created for the public good, not for private emolument. If aspirants for office at the present day, were to regard its
perquisites less, and their fitness for the discharge of its duties more, the country would enjoy a greater portion of
happiness and prosperity, and a sure foundation for the permanence of these be laid, in the more disinterested
character of her counsellors, and their consequently, increased devotion to her interests".
